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The Euphronios Krater is originally from Greece, but was found in an Etruscan tomb in Italy. Given that the Etruscans almost certainly stole the vase in the first place, some people believe the vase should go to Greece. The vase was eventually returned to Italy, however, which claims the vase as its own cultural heritage.
